PERFORMANCE CLASSES: (All Lipizzan classes are open to purebreds and Half-Lipizzans. Classes can be split between purebreds and Half-Lipizzans if entries warrant.)  
 

16. Dressage Suitability:  Open to Dressage horses NOT shown above First Level. Horses will be shown at the walk, working trot and canter both ways of the ring. Judge may ask for extended trot and/or extended canter.  To be judged on the horse's performance as a potential dressage mount.

 

17. English Pleasure:  To be shown at walk, working trot and canter both ways of the ring. Judge may ask for extended trot and hand gallop. To be judged on horse's performance as a true pleasure mount.

 

18. Hunter under Saddle:  To be shown at walk, working trot and canter both ways of the ring. Horses may be required to gallop collectively one way of the ring at the Judge's discretion, but never more than eight at one time. To be judged on performance and manners.  

 

19. Western Pleasure:  To be shown at walk, jog trot and lope both ways of the ring on a reasonably light rein. Horses may be asked to rein back. To be judged 60% on manners, 40% conformation and type.
All horses must be registered with the UNITED STATES LIPIZZAN REGISTRY. If the horse is under one year of age, horse must be eligible for registration therein, and application applied for. A horse may not be shown under saddle unless it has reached its third birthday (as of the day it was born).

 

A copy of the horse's registration papers or registration application is required along with copy of Negative Coggins dated within 2008. Health papers are required from horses coming from outside of Iowa.
 

Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USLR or USEF Rule Books will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.
Entry fees: Halter classes: $10 each; Performance Classes: $15 each; office fee: $20; Stalls: $35/night; $55/weekend
Competitors are welcome and encouraged to also show in Wapsi schooling show classes! We will make sure to adjust the schedule so that you can participate in all classes at this show!
