Class Fees: Intro: $30; Training/First: $35; Second — Fourth: $40; FEI: $45

Qualifying classes: Must be entered in the appropriate Jr/YR, AA or Open class. Add $10 for each
qualifying class. Indicate that the class is to count for qualifying by placing a Q
after the class number. Qualifying will not require a separate ride.

Camper or RV: Not available.
Office Charge: $20 per horse/rider combination.
Entries: Entries accepted by mail. No fax available. Check must accompany entry. No

credit card payment available. This show is likely to fill quickly. Entries will be
accepted on a first come, first serve basis according to postmark date. No entries
may be postmarked PRIOR to the opening date.

Concessions: Concession stand available on grounds during show hours.

Late Entries: $25 flat fee for entries received past the received by date. Late entries will be
taken only if there is space available in the schedule. For entries changed or
added at the show, there will be a $10 per class fee. There will also be a $25 fee
for any change in a horse or rider after entry has been submitted.

Non-Competing horses: Not allowed on the show grounds.

Stabling: Limited stabling available on the show grounds. $125 for the weekend. Stalls will
be filled on a first come, first serve basis until stalls are filled. Tack stalls will only
be available if stalls are not filled by horses. No jump-out fee. Stalls will be
available for set-up after 3 PM on Thursday, July 2, 2009.

Bedding: Shavings available for purchase at $8 per bag and should be ordered on the
entry form. Limited shavings available for purchase on grounds.

Arenas: All classes will be in the large arena. Two outdoor show rings with All-Weather premium footing.
Warm up in oversized indoor arena.

Arrivial Times: Horses will not be allowed on show grounds prior to 12 noon on Friday, July 3, 2009.



Refunds: Cancellations only in writing either by mail or email prior to or on the received by date. No
refunds for any reason after the closing date. All fees collected on behalf of the USEF/USDF to be
submitted and not refunded. Entry fees will be refunded if requested prior to the closing date
minus the office fee and any federation fees.

Awards: Divisions (Jr/YR, AA, Open) may be run concurrently as one class. Divisions may be pinned
separately. Riders must clearly specify division choice or will be placed as “Open.” Riders may only enter
one division per class. Trophy and ribbons to sixth place for each class. No awards for Qualifying classes.
Championships and Reserves awarded for the highest percentage at each USEF/FEI level in each division.
Overall Show Championship award to highest percentage ride with handicaps added as follows: 1% for First
Level; 2% for Second Level; 3% for Third Level; 4% for Fourth Level; and 5% for FEI tests. (Intro Level not
included.)

Parking: Trailer parking mostly on gravel; car parking on driveway.

Lunging: Lunging times will be available from 6:00 AM — 6:30 AM and from 12:00 PM — 12:30 PM in th3
indoor arena on both days.
