Class Fees: Intro: $25.00; Training: $30.00; First/Second: $35.00; Third/Fourth/Freestyles: $40.00

Qualifying Classes: Must be entered in the appropriate Jr/YR, AA or Open class. Add $10 for each qualifying test.

Camper or RV: $25 per night for camper hook-ups. $15 per night for tent camping. Pick up a permit in the show
office at check-in.

Office Charge: $25 per horse/rider combination; we will print cards for incomplete entries for a fee of $10

Payment: Entries accepted by mail; check must accompany entry. No credit cards accepted; no entries

accepted by fax or email until original entry and check arrive by mail.

Late Entries: $40 late fee for entries received after the closing date. After the schedule is complete, horses

already entered in the show may switch or add classes with an additional $5 per class fee if
scheduling allows the changes.

Concessions: Concession stand on grounds during show hours.
Stabling/Tack Fees: $80 for stall from Thur-Sun; $70 for stall from Fri-Sun per horse. All horses must be stabled. $50

for a weekend tack stall; $40 per day for either a horse or a tack stall. Stall days are 24 hour
periods defined as follows: 3 PM Thurs - 3 PM Fri; 3 PM Fri - 3 PM Sat or 3 PM Sat - 3 PM Sun.

Bedding: No bedding provided. Bags may be ordered on the entry form or from the show office while

supplies last for $6/bag. Special requests filled on a first come, first serve basis.

Non-competing horse:  $50 for horses on grounds but not competing; Must fill out entry form for number and pay

stabling and office fees.

Refunds: Entries canceled on or before the closing date will receive a refund of all fees minus the office fee. No refund of
entries if cancelled after the closing date.

Confirmations/Times: Unofficial times will be emailed to all riders one week before the show. Emails must be clearly
printed on the entry form! It is the responsibility of the rider to inform the management of any time conflicts as soon as
possible after receiving the schedule. An official schedule will be posted on grounds 24 prior to the start of the competition.
Ride times and show updates will be available on the internet prior to the show.

Awards: Ribbons to sixth place in all classes except qualifying classes. Champion high point will also be awarded at
appropriate divisions and levels. Champions and Reserve awarded for the highest average percentage (must enter at least
2 classes per level to qualify.) Divisions (Jr/YR, AA, and Open) may be run concurrently as one class. Classes with 10 or
more entries will be pinned by division; trophies given for divisions with 3 or more riders; riders may only enter one division
per class.

Stabling and Tack: Permanent and temporary stalls with doors available on the fairgrounds. Some stalls may be 8 x 8. If a
larger or permanent stall is necessary, please contact the secretary or give notice on the entry form.

Arenas: All classes will be held in a large, sand arena. Warm-up arenas are sand arena or grass over sand arena.

Other: All dogs must be leashed. All horses must have a current (within current calendar year) Coggins test. Submit copy
with entry. Horses not entered in the show may not be brought onto the show grounds without prior consent from the
management. No smoking in stall areas or show office.

Directions: |-35 North to Highway 2 East (exit 253A.) Cross bay into Superior, WI; turn left at stoplight. Follow Highway 2
(Belknap Street) to Barker's Island. Highways 2 and 53 meet and turn right. Follow Highway 2 out of Superior. Hwy 53 turns
South. Continue to follow Hwy 2 through Wentworth, Poplar, and Brule. Before the town of Iron River, there is a sign on the
right hand side of the road that says “fairgrounds.” Turn left and follow to fairgrounds.
