Intro: $15; Training/Prix Caprilli: $18; First and Above: $20; 


Group/In Hand/Jumping: $15.
Office charge: 
$10 per horse/rider combination

Camper or RV: 
$25/night for camper hook-ups to electricity and/or water; $15/night for



camping in a horse trailer or a tent on grounds.

Stabling/Tack:

Jump-out fees: 
For horses that do not want to stable on grounds, you must park in the 



designated jump-out area and pay a jump-out fee of $15/day to cover clean-



up and grounds fees. Any horses found being destructive or dangerous while 



tied to their trailer may be required to be stabled by show management.

Late Entries: 
Will be taken as scheduling allows. Entries received after schedule is 


published will be assessed a $15 late fee. Switches/changes after schedule 


is published or at show will be $5 per change.

Prize List, Rules and Regulations

Class Definitions & Descriptions

Classes will be split (if entries warrant) into divisions. Each rider must choose a division for the show. Divisions will be: 


Open (Open to any age rider or any status, professionals included;) 


Adult Amateur (Riders who do not take money for teaching or training horses;) 


Junior/Young Rider (Any rider who has not yet reached their 21st birthday.)

Green Horse and/or Rider: Class will be open to riders and/or horses who are in their first or second year of showing dressage.

Prix Caprilli: A dressage test equivalent to Training Level which includes 4 jumping efforts no higher than 2’0”.

Leadline: Open to all riders of all ages (young or young at heart!) to be led at the walk only. Ribbons only. Riders may not enter other riding classes.
Dressage Suitability In Hand: Open to horses of any age from suckling foal on up. Horses must be shown in a halter or a bridle. All horses involved must be attached by some type of a lead to a human. No free horses, even foals! Horses will be shown at a walk and a trot on the standard in hand triangle and will be judged on their suitability to become a dressage horse. This will include conformation, movement and temperament.

Dressage Suitability Under Saddle: Open to horses who have not shown above Second Level. Horses will be shown in a group and asked to perform, at a minimum, walk, trot and canter in both directions. Other possible movements may include but are not limited to: leg-yield, lengthened gaits, halt, and turn on the forehand. Judged on potential to become a dressage horse.

Dressage Equitation:  Open to riders who have not shown above Second Level. Horses will be shown in a group and asked to perform, at a minimum, walk, trot and canter in both directions. Other possible movements may include but are not limited to: leg-yield, lengthened gaits, halt, and turn on the forehand and riding without stirrups. To be judged on rider’s hands, seat, position and use of the aids.
Hunter Under Saddle: To be shown in a group at the walk, trot and canter in both directions. Horses to be judged on suitability to be a hunter. Hack classes include two 2’0” jumping efforts. Horses to be judged on performance and soundness with an emphasis on manners. Extreme speed to be penalized.
Hunt Seat Equitation: Rider to be judged on use of seat, legs and hands. Classes on the flat to be shown in a group at the walk, trot and canter.

Show Information
Entries

Entry forms must be postmarked by the closing date of the show or may be subject to late fees. Entries postmarked after the closing date will be taken as scheduling allows. Late fees for entries is as follows: $15 per horse/rider combination. Horses that add classes at the show may also be subject to a $5 scheduling fee. Post entries will be taken at the show as scheduling allows. In the event that a horse becomes lame or a rider becomes injured, a substitute horse or rider will be accepted at no additional fee. If both the horse and the rider change, then the change fee will be $5. Please enter the appropriate division (Open, AA or Jr/YR – see definitions above) for each show. 

Refunds

Entries may be cancelled up to the closing date at no additional fees. After the closing date, the following refund policy applies: Class refunds will be honored IF the time slot for your classes can be filled by another competitor (either a post entry or an entry added at the show.) Stall refunds will only be honored IF the stall can be filled with another horse. Office fees will not be refunded.

Cancellations/Switches

In the event of a cancellation, a complete substitution of a horse/rider combination in exactly the same classes will be accepted for only the additional office fee. Riders may substitute horses in the event that a previously entered horse becomes lame, and riders may be substituted on a horse already entered in the show for riders who become injured. All substitutions must be cleared through the show office with adequate time for the management to notify the judge and other officials about the change. Changes occurring too close to the scheduled ride time may be considered a scratch ride.
Outstanding Fees/Inappropriate Behavior

Participants who are financially negligent to the show (incomplete payment of fees according to the listings in this prize list) will not be allowed to compete for prizes and will be advised not to enter future shows until payments are completed in full. Participants in schooling shows are expected to show civil, sportsmanlike behavior when dealing with all volunteers, employees, other participants and participant’s family members while on the grounds. Inappropriate, argumentative, or aggressive behavior, body language, words or attitudes as determined by show management, employees, or volunteers will result in the automatic scratching of all future classes at said competition.

Fees

Entry fees are as follows: Intro: $15; Training/Prix Caprilli: $18; First and Above: $20; Group/In Hand/Jumping: 

$15; Leadline: $5; Office charge: $10 per horse/rider combination; Late fee: $15 per entry; Changes/switches/ 

Additions at the show: $5; Camper or RV: $25/night (electricity + water); Tent: $15/night (camping in a horse trailer or a tent) Stalls: Temporary stalls are available on the show grounds. Stalls are 9x9. If special requests are needed, please email the show secretary before the show. Center panels can be removed to create larger stalls if necessary. Stall fees are: $35/Fri and Sat stall; $20/day stall; Initial bedding provided; additional bags available for $7/bag. Jump-out fees: $20/day/horse to cover clean-up and grounds fees. Any horses found being destructive or dangerous while tied to their trailer may be required to be stabled by show management. Tack stalls are the same price as stalls.
Tests

Current 2007 USDF Introductory Level and USDF Sport Horse Breeding test sheets will be used as will 2007 

USEF Training Level and Above Tests. All test sheets are available on the website: www.usef.org. Prix Caprilli test 

sheets will be available from the show secretary before the show.

Rules

Rules listed on this prize list will be used to settle a dispute at the show with show management making the final 

decisions about all rules. In the event that a rule is not covered in this prize list, then the show management will 

follow as closely as possible to the current USEF Rule Book. Show management may consult with judges for any 

disputes.

Awards
Six rosette ribbons will be awarded in each class. A trophy will be awarded to the winners in classes with more than 3 entrants. Depending on entries, high point awards may be given in levels or divisions. Dressage high points will be highest averages and hunter high points will be the highest number of points earned at the show. 
Volunteer Credits

Anyone who volunteers time at the show (scribe, ring steward, etc.) can earn credits for riding in classes at future shows! Please contact the show secretary if you are interested in volunteering. 

Coggins Tests

All horses on grounds must either have a current (within the calendar year) Coggins test or a current (within 30 days) health certificate. A copy of that document must be left with show management while the horse is on the grounds for the show.

Food

There will be a concession stand with breakfast, lunch, snacks and drinks during the show hours.

Pets
All pets on the show grounds must be leashed and attached to a human or kenneled in an appropriate area so as not to disturb the horses or other participants.

Percentile Classes

In percentile classes, competitors have the option of riding a variety of tests. The percentage score will be used to determine the placings. In the event that there are multiple levels in the classes, the following handicapping system will be used to determine the winners: Intro/Training Level + 0 percentage points; First Level + 1 percentage point; Second Level + 2 percentage points; Third Level + 3 percentage points; Fourth Level + 4 percentage points; FEI + 5 percentage points.
Times

Unofficial ride times will be emailed to all riders 1 week prior to the show. Please inform show secretary as soon as possible of any conflicts or changes after receiving the schedule. Clear email addresses are required on the entry forms. An official schedule will be posted on the show grounds 12 hours prior to the start of the competition.
Arenas

Arenas will be sand or grass covering sand. Warm-up areas are grass or sand.

Accommodations

Other

Horses not entered in the show may not be brought onto the show grounds without prior notification of management. All horses must have a Coggins or Health Certificate. No smoking in stall areas or show office.
